The guide for Dual OS installation on P10T 
Procedure:
Step1:


Take the 16G ssd hard drive for example. Use the tool—SPFDISK to assign the drive as two partitions. The 1st 2.1G is for android. Its size should be +2050 under SPFDISK. And 2nd partition is for win7. Pls set the first partition as Linux native and its system ID should be 83. Set the 2nd partition as HPFS/NTFS and its system ID should be 07)
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Input (+2050) when set up the 1st partition.
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Then set the 1st partition as Linux native and its system ID as 83. 
Step2:


Install Win7: Insert your Win7 Home Premium (not recommend to install the win7 starter version as it does not support the multi-touch function) OS disk to your external DVD rom. Start your tablet and boot from the DVD rom. Then you will see below picture for your OS installation chose. The partition 1 is for Android while the partition 2 is used for win7 System. Chose the partition 2 to install the win7 till it is finished. Then install the android OS as following instruction.
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Step3:


 Make an installation device with your portable disk. (tips: this process will change your disk format if you have installed a DOS in it. You’d better to take a new portable disk for this work and the capacity should be more than 1GB). Connect the portable disk into the usb port. Run ‘netbootin-windows-471.exe’ and you shall see follow UI:
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   Select the disk image file from where you have saved on your disk. Click ok to continue. And the building process will be finished automatically.

After above procedure finished. Your installation disk was made successfully. Remove it from your computer and do the follow work.

Step4:

Connect your installation USB device into your tablet USB port. Power on your computer and chose ‘boot from USB device’.  Then you will see follow UI. Please select “installation – install Android-x86 to harddisk”, Press ‘enter key ’ to continue. (You shall need a USB keyboard in the OS installation.)
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Step5:


Please select ‘sda1 Linux’ at next step. Press ‘enter’ key to continue. 
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Choose partition ‘sda1 Linux‘
Step6:


Select ‘ext3’ under below step. The disk will be re-format at this step. [image: image8.jpg]



Select ‘ext3’
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Select ‘yes’ at the popup menu to continue.
Step7:

Choose ‘yes’ to install the grub.
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Step8:


Wait for some minutes as the installation is in process. You will see ‘congratulation!’ menu popup once the installation completed.
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Step9:

Reboot your tablet then you will see the dual OS boot UI.

Notice: this guide is only for Win7 HP os and Android dual OS installation. Also the android image file was re-built by ourselves. We can not guarantee it is useful for other android version. Also, you will see the dual OS selection menu even you installed the android OS only. because currently this image is just for dual OS building.
Here should be USB drive but not your HDD drive. Incorrect select will cause your computer does not work anymore!
